CLFC Members Meeting


May 11, 2006





The meeting was called to order at 8:03 PM by Vice President Matt Delevoryas in lieu of the absent President, Nicole Trojanowski, in the gym at the Ed White Memorial Youth Center, with Matt Delevoryas also taking minutes in lieu of the absent Secretary, John Trojanowski.  The meeting had been called to hold annual elections.  Seven members, six of them voting members, were present.





The chair noted that elections needed to be held for the offices of President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and for two positions on the Board of Directors.  The chair requested and received the consent of the assembly that the elections be conducted one at a time, in the order President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Board of Directors.





The chair entertained nominations for the office of President.  Bill Satterwhite nominated Rod Fleming.  Rod Fleming moved that nominations be closed and that Rod Fleming be declared elected President by acclamation.  The motion was seconded, and passed without debate or objection.  The chair declared Rod Fleming elected, and noted that the term, like all of the other Officer terms, would begin June 1st.





The chair entertained nominations for the office of Vice President.  Jerry Dunaway nominated Matt Delevoryas.  Rod Fleming moved that nominations be closed and that Matt Delevoryas be declared elected Vice President by acclamation.  The motion was seconded, and passed without debate or objection.





The chair entertained nominations for the office of Secretary.  Jerry Dunaway member nominated John Trojanowski.  Jerry Dunaway moved that nominations be closed and that John Trojanowski be declared elected Secretary by acclamation.  The motion was seconded, and passed without debate or objection.





The chair entertained nominations for the office of Treasurer.  Jerry Dunaway nominated Matt Delevoryas, and noted that the Bylaws allowed one person to serve as both Vice President and Treasurer.  Rod Fleming moved that nominations be closed and that Matt Delevoryas be declared elected Treasurer by acclamation.  The motion was seconded, and passed without debate or objection.





The chair noted that the Board of Directors consists of five positions with staggered three-year terms, and two positions were expiring and requiring elections for new terms beginning June 1, 2006.  Those two positions were currently held by Don Cravey and Jerry Dunaway.  The chair further noted that an election to fill a group of indistinguishable positions occurs by nominating for both positions indistinguishably, then voting for up to two choices, with a majority required to win, where if excess candidates all achieve a majority, the top one win, and if insufficient candidates achieve a majority, voting is repeated with the remaining candidates for the remaining number of unfilled positions.  The chair entertained nominations for the two positions.  Steve Lalumandier nominated Jerry Dunaway.  After no other member sought the floor, Steve Lalumandier also nominated Don Cravey.  Bill Satterwhite attempted to nominate Steve Lalumandier, but Steve indicated that he would not be willing to serve.  Bill Satterwhite nominated Damian Berntsen.  Don Cravey then made known his unwillingness to seek or serve in the position.  Rod Fleming moved that nominations be closed.  The motion was seconded, and passed without debate or objection.  Rod Fleming moved that Damian Berntsen and Jerry Dunaway be declared elected by acclamation.  The motion was seconded, and passed without debate.  The chair reiterated that these positions were three-year positions starting on June 1st, 2006.  A member inquired about who held the one-year term on the Board, but the chair explained that except for the majority of the directors at the time the Bylaws were adopted, all Director terms have been overlapping three-year terms.





Don Cravey inquired about the upcoming CLFC spring tournament.  The date was May 27-28, 2006, held in one room of the Houston Athletic Fencing Center.  The chair encouraged the membership to contribute their services in whatever fashion proved necessary for the tournament to be successful.





Rod Fleming moved to adjourn.  The motion was seconded, and passed.  The meeting adjourned at 8:15 PM.
